The Takasago Group announces the purchase of new production facilities to strengthen
its fragrance production capabilities in North America.

I. Purpose of Investment

Our consolidated subsidiary Takasago International Corporation (U.S.A.), the hub
of our North American operations, is boosting fragrance production capacity to keep
pace with the growth of its business.

The acquisition of new production facilities, combined with the installation of
state-of-the-art equipment, will ensure sufficient production capacity to support future
growth. A further aim is to create a streamlined supply system integrating
manufacturing and logistics. This strengthened production regime will enable Takasago
to aggressively pursue business in the world’s largest fragrance market and better
service customers.
